Introduction to School

Hawker School is part of the Hawker Collegiate, initially a three campus preschool to year 12
setting which incorporates Hawker Primary, Belconnen High School and Hawker College. In
2013, the collegiate extended further to include the other cluster primary schools that feed
into Belconnen High School, Weetangera and Florey Primary School.

Hawker has a diverse student population and an active parent community. The open plan
design of the school makes it a beautiful and unique learning environment with the library
at the centre leading into spacious class units.

The core values of Hawker: support, cooperation, acceptance, respect and friendliness
permeate student, staff and community relationships. The values both protect and teach
children the skills and attitudes they need for life as active citizens in local and global
communities. They assist in providing a secure, caring and stimulating learning and working
environment which is inclusive, values excellence and is responsive to the community.

The school curriculum offers a strong academic focus as well as a focus on creative and
performing arts and sport. Other features of our programs include chess, French, ICT and
our widely acclaimed Environment Education Program.

Hawker School continues to be a school of choice in the Belconnen region. The school has
continued to grow and only enrols children living in the priority placement area.

Following the 20 / 20 initiative, the suburbs of Page and Scullin were added to the priority
placement area of Hawker and Weetangera School. This has created greater diversity in the
socio economic demographics of the school and applied pressure in the form of enrolment
capacity.

Hawker School continues to be a popular choice in the community and many families are
moving into Hawker, Scullin and Page with the aim of securing a space at Hawker School.
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This continues to be a significant challenge for Hawker School given the unique building
design and limited capacity.

To alleviate this issue, the Education and Training Directorate reorganised the priority
placement area boundaries for the suburbs of Scullin and Page to include Florey Primary
School in 2013.

Student attendance

Volunteers

The parent community at Hawker School donated many hours of their time to assist with
teaching and learning programs across the school and support the positive community
building events jointly organized by the P&C and school.

In 2013 parents and carers gave in excess of 1960 hours of volunteer time to the school.
The school acknowledges the valuable support provided to regularly assist with the home
reading program, practical mathematics sessions, sporting events and the performing arts
and band program.

The annual school fete continued to be a main event in the P&C fundraising efforts for the
school. The huge success of the fete is a result of the commitment of the parent community
and support of the teachers and wider Hawker community.

The school canteen manager was ably supported by a fabulous team of parent and
grandparent volunteers throughout the year. Other community celebrations and social
activities were organized by the P&C to build on the positive home school partnerships that
exist at Hawker School.
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School Review and Development

In 2013, the ACT Education and Training Directorates Strategic Plan 2010-2013 provided the
framework and strategic direction for the school’s plan. This is supported by the School
Improvement in ACT Public Schools Directions 2010-2013 and the School Improvement
Framework which are the overarching documents providing support to achieve high
standards in student learning, innovation and best practice in ACT public schools.

All ACT public schools participate in a four year cycle of school review and development.
Schools take part in a continuous cycle of review comprising annual self assessments against
their school plans. In the fourth year schools undergo an external validation process. This
process provides an independent and unbiased assessment of the schools progress towards
achieving system and school priorities.

Hawker Primary School will be validated in 2014. A copy of the last validation report can be
found on the school website.

School Satisfaction

Schools continually use a range of data collection tools to gain an understanding of the
satisfaction levels of their parents and carers, staff and students. In August/September
2013 the school undertook a survey to gain an understanding of school satisfaction at that
time. Staff, parents and students from year 5, and above, with the exception of students in
special schools, took part in an online survey.

Overall Satisfaction

In 2013, 88% of parents and carers, 95% of staff, and 81% of students at this school
indicated they were satisfied or highly satisfied with the education provided by the school.
In 2013, 14 national parent survey items and 12 national student survey items were

included in the surveys. These items were approved by the Standing Council on School
Education and Early Childhood (SCSEEC) for use from 2013. The following tables show the
percentage of parents and carers and students who agreed with each of the national items.

Professional Learning

In 2013 there was a strong ongoing focus on quality learning across the school. Staff
participated in a range of professional learning including;

e Envision Maths.
e Formative assessment and descriptive feedback to improve student learning.

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e Quality learning strategies, success criteria and clear articulation of learning purpose
through the use of WILF and WALT.

e The junior school participated in professional learning about BEE Spelling. A number
of staff were also supported and coached in introducing BEE spelling in their
classroom.

In addition, staff successfully completed anaphylaxis, asthma and CPR training.

Learning and Assessment
Performance in literacy and numeracy

Early Years Assessment

Students in kindergarten undertake an on-entry assessment of their early reading and
numeracy skills using the Performance Indicators in Primary Schools (PIPS) program. Student
results are reported against five performance bands at the end of semester one and two.
The table below shows the comparison of the schools results on standardised scores
compared to the system at the start and end of the year.

The following table shows the comparison of the school against the ACT on raw scores in
reading and mathematics.

Hawker School’s PIPS results showed positive progress of the cohort of 36 kindergarten
students in terms of growth shown when tracking against the A.C.T. average.

In Mathematics Hawker School kindergarten students began the year at an average score of
44 compared to the ACT average of 39. When retested Hawker School kindergarten
students scored an average of 59 compared to the ACT average of 54. This indicates that
Hawker School kindergarten students began the year ahead of the ACT average in
Mathematics proficiency and finished the year ahead.

In the reading element of the PIPS test Hawker School kindergarten students began the year
at an average score of 66 compared to the ACT average of 51. When retested Hawker
School kindergarten students scored an average of 146 compared to the ACT average of
126. This indicates that Hawker School kindergarten students finished above the ACT
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average in reading proficiency. The achievement trajectory of Hawker School kindergarten
students was steeper than that of the ACT average.

In both reading and mathematics Hawker students began and finished the year ahead of the
ACT averages. These results can be attributed to the excellent programs and teaching
practices employed at Hawker School. A detailed list of these practices are detailed in the
Learning and Teaching, Leading and Managing section of this report. A detailed analysis of
our school’s academic achievement are incorporated into the information related to
reporting against our progress against our priorities. This is found later in the report.

NAPLAN Assessment

Students in years 3, 5, 7 and 9 in all ACT schools participated in the National Assessment
Program-Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN). This program assesses skills in reading, writing,
spelling and grammar and punctuation and numeracy.

In 2013, 2% of year 3 students and 3.8% of year 5 students were exempt from testing based
on nationally agreed criteria.

Performance in other areas of the curriculum

In 2013 Hawker School continued to focus on a strong academic program in English and
Mathematics, while still ensuring that students are exposed to a broader curriculum to
identify and develop talents and passions in a range of areas. The Hawker School philosophy
of: 'If thou of fortune be bereft and of thine earthly store hath left, two loaves sell one and
with the dole buy hyacinths to feed the soul’ still thrives today with the loaves being about
the core foundation skills; literacy and numeracy and the skills involved in learning.

The hyacinths are about passion areas, creativity, curiosity and confidence. It is about

happiness and responding to the joy of being alive.

In keeping with this Hawker students are exposed to a range of programs including SHINE
Extension and Enrichment, French, Chess, Music, Sport and Environment Education.
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2013 saw the consolidation of History as part of the Australian Curriculum rollout. Students
from K to 6 where engaged in a rich integrated inquiry about aspects of Australian history.

Primary Connections, the core program for Science, was consolidated across the school with
students engaged in hands on science learning in each semester.

There was a strong focus on learning technologies across the school, with staff integrating
interactive white boards, ipads, laptops and online learning programs into the daily program
where appropriate.

Mathletics was continued across the school and Language Perfect was introduced to
support the French program in years 3 — 6. Hawker students had the opportunity to
participate in a number of competitions across Australia in Language Perfect. Hawker
students performed well above expectation, given the size of the school in comparison to
other competing schools and placed second in the ACT.

In term 2, staff held an ICT expo evening for parents and carers to showcase and inform the
community about how technologies are used across the curriculum. Each teaching team ran
three sessions and parents and carers were able to move throughout the school
participating in workshops that were appropriate for their needs and interests. More than
40 families attended the evening and the feedback was overwhelmingly positive. Plans are
now in place to hold similar events in literacy and maths in 2014.

Envision Maths was introduced as the core Mathematics program at Hawker School for
kindergarten to year 6 students. Staff participated in professional learning in the January
holidays to prepare for the introduction of this highly comprehensive program.

The Envision program includes mental computation strategies, guided and consolidated
opportunities to practice as well as three levels of differentiation to cater for each and every
learning need. The staff also have access to higher order thinking problem solving activities
that extent and stretch our high performing learners.

In 2013, Hawker students represented the school at the youth parliament and a number of
environmental workshops across Canberra. The school also participated in the Picasso Cow
project, creating a Canberra Centenary cow which is proudly displayed in the school foyer.

In 2013 Hawker School was also voted ‘Best School in Canberra’ as part of the 2CC
Centenary of Canberra celebrations.

Progress

Within the priority of ‘Improve student learning outcomes in literacy and numeracy’ a
number of specific strategies were identified in the annual school operating plan and
successfully implemented throughout the year. Specific actions included consolidating
agreed quality practices through targeted student groupings, coaching and mentoring and
curriculum differentiation.

This year Hawker School has completed the following.

- Targeted cross cohort ability student groupings to occur at least three times a week
in literacy to facilitate effective differentiation of the curriculum.

- Had an ongoing teacher focus on the explicit teaching of reading strategies and
writing skills.

- Ensured students were given the opportunity to write every day.

- Used learning intentions and success criteria to assist students in understanding the
purpose of the learning and how to be successful in that learning.

- Focused on using formative assessment strategies and provide descriptive feedback
to students on student progress throughout each term.

- Continued the literacy and numeracy coaching and mentoring model to support staff
to target learning needs.

- Developed a school wide approach to data tracking by developing a shared
understanding of what, when and how we track student growth and achievement.

- Ensured that data collected is used, as well as formative feedback, to plan future
teaching and learning experiences.

The school also continued half day planning sessions for all staff in each teaching team at
the beginning of term 1 and at the end of terms 2 and 3. This continues to be a highly
successful initiative and enabled staff to work together in planning quality units of work. The
literacy and numeracy coach also attended the planning days to ensure that all students
were being catered for in literacy and numeracy. Coaches provided support and additional
strategies to focus on individual students. Moderation practices were also recorded and
shared to ensure consistency throughout the school in years 1 — 6.
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2013 was the third year of the school improvement cycle and built upon significant changes
to the way in which teachers and students worked in 2012. The underpinning foundation of
this continues to be successful collaboration of staff through planning and team teaching
and the established belief that ‘every student is every teacher’s responsibility’. The
expectation of targeted student groupings and ‘every minute matters’ ensured that
students were actively engaged in the learning process and that learning was challenging yet
appropriate for every student.

The focuses for the year were clearly defined and set during the January professional
learning days at the start of the school year. The principal facilitated a series of professional
learning sessions designed to highlight the importance of cross cohort ability groupings.
Effective strategies for providing formative feedback were explicitly modelled and cross
cohort ability groupings and formative feedback were articulated to be an integral aspect of
teaching programs.

During the year all grades were grouped for specific literacy purposes. Groups were
intentionally fluid and were regularly reformed when new aspects of learning were
introduced. Years 3 and 4 regrouped across the two cohorts for writing as did years 5 and 6.

Literacy support was provided by the Literacy Coordinator with a focus on the junior school
and early intervention. The Literacy Coordinator provided in class support for students as
well as targeted student withdrawal. Specific peer to peer literacy coaching began in the
Kindergarten, year 1 and year 2 classrooms.

The implementation of the Teacher Register of Expertise identified Brain Ears Eyes (BEE)
spelling as an area that the Kindergarten and year 1 teachers required specific coaching. The
expertise of a highly skilled teacher in this area was utilised through the provision of
additional time to support and coach staff. This teacher has facilitated four professional
learning sessions and is providing an in class support session each week.

Numeracy support has occurred across the school throughout the year. The Numeracy
Coordinator was also responsible for the successful implementation of the school wide
envision Mathematics program. Professional learning was facilitated by the Numeracy
Coordinator and two teachers at the beginning of the year. A mathematics planning
proforma was supplied for teachers to map out their long and short term mathematics
instruction.

WALT (What am | Learning Today) and WILF (What I’'m Looking For) were used across the
school to articulate learning intention and success criteria. Through teachers clearly
articulating the purpose of the learning and actively engaging students in the learning
process, the focus has moved from ‘a nice activity’ to a ‘quality learning experience’. This
has had a positive impact on student learning outcomes as demonstrated in school and
system data.
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The student progress and achievement data tracker was improved further during 2013. The
data tracker has the ability to track student achievement over a seven year period. The
school based data tracker is utilised from K-6 to monitor the progress of all students. The
information provides a basis for targeted and future learning needs through the school’s
differentiated approach.

These actions assisted Hawker School in exceeding the target of ensuring 90% of students
achieved at or above the national minimum standard for reading and writing in NAPLAN
2013.

Ninety eight percent of participating year 3 students were at or above the minimum
national standard for reading and 100 percent of year 3 students were at or above the
minimum national standard for writing. One hundred percent of participating year 5
students were at or above the minimum national standard for reading and 100 percent of
year 5 students were at or above the minimum national standard for writing.

All Directorate targets were met in year 3 and 5 when taking into consideration the
confidence intervals.

Growth in these areas
surpassed the ACT average and in each instance placed Hawker School at the top end of
performance in the Belconnen network. Spelling growth was below the ACT average and
Grammar and Punctuation growth was in line with the ACT average.

In terms of the target of improving the percentage in staff satisfaction data (Staff at this
school focus on improving the quality of the school’s teaching and learning practices) from
82% to 90%’ for teaching staff only was not achieved with 81% teaching staff agreeing or
strongly agreeing with the above statement. 13 percent of staff neither agreed nor
disagreed with this statement.

School satisfaction data for staff was directly influenced by only 16 of 25 possible teaching
staff completing the survey.

Progress

Within the target of ‘Improving the percentage in staff satisfaction data (I am actively
engaged in professional learning) from 88% to 93%’ a number of specific strategies were
identified in the annual school operating plan and successfully implemented throughout the
year.

In 2013 Hawker continued to provide professional learning to assist teachers to implement
the Australian Curriculum. Professional learning was provided for teachers using the
‘Backwards by Design’ model for planning and programing integrated units.
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Teachers were provided with documentation detailing specific instructions and training in
incorporating Australian Curriculum content into Backwards by Design units. Teachers were
provided with time to plan using this documentation. An Australian Curriculum planning
template for Mathematics has been introduced this year and is being used by all teachers.

Planning for English continues to be recorded using the existing Australian Curriculum
planning template developed in 2012.

This year Hawker School has completed the following;

- Created and developed agreed whole school planning documentation that reflects
learning outcomes and achievements from the Australian Curriculum.

- Updated the Hawker School Curriculum Overview document to guide teaching and
learning that is underpinned by the Australian Curriculum.

- Created professional learning opportunities to develop awareness, knowledge and
understanding of and how to use the Australian Curriculum.

In January 2013 all staff participated in three professional learning days;

- Team building and collaboration

- The Australian Curriculum and Envision Maths

- Data tracker and benchmarks for achievement

- Creativity and divergent thinking in a quality school
In addition staff participated in professional learning in First Aid, Anaphylaxis, asthma, CPR,
Mathematics, BEE spelling, A-E rubrics and tools for assessment of learning developed by
the Queensland Department of Education and ICT during professional learning meetings
throughout the year.

The target for 2013 of ‘Improving the percentage in staff satisfaction data (I am actively
engaged in professional learning) for teaching staff remained at 88%, staying the same as
the 2012 result.

Progress

Hawker Preschool continues to work towards the implementation of the National Quality
Standard for Early Childhood to a high standard through three key improvement strategies:

e Integrating the EYLF and NQS into planning, programing, documentation and
practice.
e Further exploring opportunities for student choice within the preschool program.
e Developing effective methods of documenting observations of student learning and
interactions for the purpose of future planning, learning and progress.
The National Quality Standard consists of seven key quality areas which the Preschool is
assessed against.

In week 4 of term 1 the preschool was assessed under the National Quality Standard.
Hawker School was the first school in the ACT to be officially assessed outside of the initial
pilot program. The result was ‘working towards’ in categories, 1, 2 and 3. In categories 4, 5
and 7 we were assessed as ‘meeting’ the national quality standard and in area 6 were
awarded ‘exceeding’. The preschool have been reviewing the documentation and have
been implementing new approaches to the program and environment to meet the needs
discussed in the assessment.

In addition, ongoing work has occurred with the Children’s Policy and Regulation Unit and
the Education and Training Directorate to improve the assessment process and
communication of legislative and regulatory requirements for all schools in the ACT.

Hawker Preschool continues to offer a high quality preschool education program. Demand
for places remains very high with the three sessions continuing to be oversubscribed.

Within the priority of ‘Enrich and enhance positive school culture and strengthen
partnerships within the collegiate’ a number of specific strategies were identified in the
annual school operating plan and successfully implemented throughout the year. Specific
actions included the following.

- The consolidation of opportunities for staff to effectively integrate Information
Communication Technology (ICT) across the curriculum including the
implementation of iPads.

- Professional learning opportunities for staff to develop skills and capabilities in using
Interactive White Boards (IWBs), iPads and Mac laptops effectively.

- Professional learning opportunities for staff to understand and implement Learning
Objects through Scootle and the Improve Assessment Tool.

- Inviting parents and carers into the school to learn about learning technologies and
how they are used within the teaching and learning program.

- Providing extension opportunities for year 3/4 and year 5/6 students in Mathematics
through engagement with year 10 students from Belconnen High.

- Maintained and enhanced successful initiatives such as the Shine Program, whole
school events and assemblies, learning journeys and performances.

During the year teachers and school leaders were provided with many opportunities to
expand their capacity in ICT and education. Members of the executive team facilitated
professional learning focusing on ICT. Teachers were introduced to Scootle, an online
website that contains more than 7800 items of digital curriculum content from The
Le@rning Federation. The website is aligned with the Australian Curriculum and contains
many resources that support learning.

During term 2, as part of Hawker School’s differentiated teacher professional learning, a
workshop was offered to extend teachers’ understanding of Scootle. Staff were shown:

- detailed examples of the connection between Scootle and the Australian Curriculum

- how to design learning paths and using them to support learning

- Scootle and assessment.
Term 2 also saw the launch of Hawker School’s ICT expo evening. The purpose of this
evening was to inform parents of the range of ICT being regularly implemented across
classrooms at Hawker School. The evening began with a ‘Think U Know’ cyber safety
information session and was followed by Hawker staff demonstrating how ICT is integrated
into student learning. Teachers presented on a range topics including:

year 1: Scootle — online learning objects
year 2: iPad apps — literacy and numeracy
year 3: Writing Fun  — interactive website

year 4: enVision Maths activities — Our whole school mathematics program
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year 5/6: Mathletics — online learning platforms
year 5/6: Edmodo — virtual Learning Environment
French: Language Perfect — French online

The evening was attended by over 60 families and feedback indicated that parents enjoyed
the insights that the expo gave them and were hopeful that the school would provide
similar experiences on a regular basis. In addition there was a significant increase of ICT
usage to support student learning across other learning areas.

To support the French program a subscription for ‘Language Perfect’ was purchased and
introduced to all students in years 3 to 6. ‘Language Perfect’ is an online and engaging
interactive program that supports the AIM method already used at Hawker. The adoption of
‘Language Perfect’ also provided students the opportunity to compete nationally in a
number of competitions. Hawker students performed exceptionally well, coming second on
two occasions and achieving well above expected rates, given the number of students
competing. Student confidence and engagement in languages other than English (French)
have increased positively with the addition of technology supporting the program.

Within the target of 80% of staff are confident in using learning technologies in their
classroom as indicated by staff survey, the percentage was improved by 1 percentage point
to 81% with staff acknowledging that ICT is an integral part of the teaching and learning
process.

Preschool Unit- Quality Improvement

The National Quality Framework which has been agreed by the Council of Australian
Governments (COAG) has put in place a new National Quality Standard to ensure high
quality and consistent early childhood education and care across Australia. The National
Quality Standard assists the school in identifying preschool unit strengths, and areas that
require improvement. The school has identified the following preschool unit strengths using
the National Quality Standard. Areas for improvement will be identified in the School’s
Operating Plan.

Education program and practice

The educational practice at Hawker Preschool is play-based, providing a stimulating and
engaging program that enhances children’s learning and development. The curriculum
nurtures the development of life skills and complements children’s experiences,
opportunities and relationships at school, at home and in the community.

The Early Years Learning Framework is the key curriculum document used in planning,
reflecting and evaluating the preschool program. It informs the development of a program
that takes into account each child’s interests, strengths, capabilities, culture and
experiences.
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Staff have high expectations for all children’s learning, ensuring that every child experiences
success. They continuously observe and reflect on their practice; interacting with children
and incorporating their areas of interest into the program to ensure students’ time at
preschool is productive, significant and meaningful.

The weekly learning program is available to parents through a display folder located in the
preschool room. A digital photo frame that shows the children engaged in the planned
learning experiences is also on display. A portfolio is compiled for each child throughout the
year and is available for parents/carers to view at any time. These portfolios are sent home
as part of the reporting process.

Assessment at Hawker Preschool is continuous and multi-faceted to allow children to
demonstrate skills in many areas. To communicate student progress to families there are
formal and informal interview opportunities throughout the year. Written reports are sent
home at the end of each semester.

Children’s health and safety

Every child’s health and wellbeing is safeguarded and promoted at Hawker Preschool.
Healthy eating and safe hygiene practices are modelled and encouraged within the
preschool. The children must wash their hands as they enter and exit the school, as per the
national quality standards.

Healthy eating and physical activity are embedded in the program. Children engage in
directed and non-directed physical activity. They are explicitly taught healthy eating habits
and personal hygiene.

The preschool offers a program that provides balance between both indoor and outdoor
play.

Programs such as Constable Kenny visits, Protective Behaviours and the SCARF Values
(Support, Cooperation, Acceptance, Respect and Friendliness) are utilised to assist children
in developing an awareness of what it means to be safe. These programs also support the
development of students’ protective behaviour networks.

During 2013 all preschool staff updated their asthma and Epi-pen training and have
maintained or updated their general first aid qualifications. Children with special needs are
catered for by trained staff and there is regular consultation with parents/carers regarding
each child’s health and wellbeing.

Relationships with children

Preschool staff form positive relationships with the children to enhance their learning
experiences. The play-based nature of the program allows staff to work closely with the
children and target activities to meet specific interests of individuals and the group.
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The children participate in and create a range of different play activities and games that
enable them to form close bonds with the other children. The opportunity to interact freely
with each other allows the children to comfortably develop positive social relationships.

To facilitate the preschool students’ confidence in, and familiarity with, the primary school
staff and environment, each preschool group has a weekly visit to the school library. Junior
school teachers from the primary site also undertake playground duty at the preschool.

Staffing arrangements
Qualified and experienced educators and assistants encourage and support children’s active
engagement in the preschool learning program.

In 2013, Hawker Preschool employed three preschool teachers, two part time and one full
time and three part time assistants in a job share capacity to staff three preschool classes.
The preschool changed to a 15 hour per week system which saw the introduction of the 5
day fortnight. Assistants now work the same days on a rotation basis. All staff have the
required early childhood qualifications.

The primary school has developed effective timetabling procedures to ensure the educator-
to-child ratios are maintained during preschool staff lunch breaks and teacher release times.
The primary staff who cover these breaks are teachers the children will encounter regularly
during their kindergarten year. This enables students to build relationships with future
teachers during their preschool year; an excellent first step into formal schooling.

Leadership and service management

Hawker preschool is committed to continuous improvement. Well documented policies and
practices are regularly evaluated in partnership with educators, coordinators, staff and
families to ensure the ethical management of the service.

Physical environment

Hawker Preschool provides a physical environment that supports a range of learning and
physical activity, both indoors and outdoors. The indoor and outdoor spaces, buildings,
furniture, equipment, facilities and resources are developed specifically for preschool aged
children.

Staff provide a range of real, commercial, natural, recycled and simple homemade materials
to support and enhance children’s learning. Developmentally appropriate technologies,
tools and media are introduced to enrich children’s learning and encourage students to
create and experiment with resource equipment and materials. Throughout the year the
children take on an increased role in determining the equipment to be used each day.

Preschool children are encouraged to be active ambassadors for sustainability and are
involved in recycling. Staff and students also work together to maintain and care for the
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preschool grounds. Sustainable practices are embedded in the program and are modelled
and encouraged to instil a positive attitude toward sustainability and the environment.

In 2013 the preschool staff and parents have taken on the responsibility to update the
outdoor environment. So far they have put new grass in front of the preschool building,
have created vegetable gardens and also developed new garden beds around the yard. In
2014 the staff will continue this development with other garden areas being redeveloped.

Collaborative partnerships with families and communities

Hawker preschool develops and maintains respectful and supportive relationships with
families and communities through active communication and consultation. Collaboration
with other organisations and service providers also supports families in their parenting role
and enhances the children’s’ learning and wellbeing.

In 2013 there have been opportunities for formal and informal interviews with parents
regarding their child’s progress. The staff are also available each afternoon to talk with
parents if the need arises.

This year the staff have conducted interviews for parents and children attending preschool
in 2014. This allows for the tailoring of the preschool program to meet the specific needs of
each class from day one.

Early in the school year an information evening is held to inform parents about all aspects of
the preschool program. In addition, an overview of the program and upcoming events is
produced each term and sent home to parents. In term 4, a Kindergarten Information Night
is held to inform parents of the kindergarten transition process, kindergarten expectations,
procedures and uniform requirements.

Parents and carers are encouraged to participate in the preschool program and are actively
involved in excursions, special celebrations, classroom activities and the sharing of areas of
expertise. Preschool families are invited to participate in mother’s/father’s day breakfasts,
grandparent’s day and learning journeys.

School fundraising opportunities also facilitate collaborative family partnerships, with the
preschool operating a stall at the school fete. The preschool also contributes to the primary
school newsletter which is produced fortnightly and available for parents either in hard copy
and/or online. The preschool also held a working bee to start off the redevelopment of the
outdoor space. This saw many parents and families coming together to improve the space.

The children are involved in the wider school community through visits to the primary
school library, assemblies and the playground. There is also an established ‘buddy’ program
that provides each preschool child with a year 5 buddy and a chance to develop a
relationship with an older child who can help them in their transition into kindergarten. The
children have increasing contact with their buddy throughout their preschool year.
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Financial Summary

The average expenditure at the school level per fulltime
equivalent teacher on professional learning was $ 1,227.

Voluntary contributions

This school received $13,735 in voluntary contributions in
2013. These funds were used to support the general
operations of the school. The spending of voluntary

contributions is in line with the approved budget for 2013.
