Specific Requirements for non-written practical/performance evidence for courses under the Health, Outdoor and Physical Education Framework 
(Currently these requirements refer to PE courses only)
Preamble
A collaborative process involving the ACT Board of Senior Secondary Studies (BSSS), ACT Principals, a working party of ACT PE teachers and ACT PE Faculty Heads has assisted in the formation of this document since Moderation Day 2, 2008. 
This document clarifies the current requirements for teachers in PE area courses presenting moderation folders with (non-written) evidence of practical/performance achievement. The PE (A) course, given its large size, was used to develop the document. 

It is intended that these processes will be further developed and extended for implementation on other courses under this framework.

Any suggestions about alternative methods to collect non-written evidence should be sent to the Quality Assurance Officer at the Office of the Board of Senior Secondary Studies (OBSSS).
Requirements
· Visual evidence from two differing grade standards is required. (Preferably of an A and C standard). 

· Visual evidence is required for one assessment item from an entire semester. 
· Evidence should be from the current cohort of students and not from previous years.
Capture

· A maximum of 10 minutes of edited video/film footage from a single activity session can be presented.
· Editing video/film footage from a single activity session is permitted. A compilation of edited highlights from several sessions is NOT permitted.  Editing should suit the nature of the sport.

· Open and continuous skills can be captured using a wide pan which follows general play. (eg: follow the ball in a soccer game for ten minutes with a wide pan that captures players on and near the ball)
· Closed and discrete skills may require more individual focus and the editing of several attempts by a student. (eg: capture 10 attempts of a tennis serve by a student) 

· Serial skills are present in many activities. Editing and capture can be adapted to sports where skills of a serial nature occur. (eg: No editing would be required for an Aussie Rules student executing a drop punt during a game but the 10 pin bowling action of a student may). PE teachers have the skills requisite to make these decisions.
Assessment and Moderation

· Knowledge of performance rather than knowledge of results should be used for assessment and moderation purposes.

· Editing should not be used for the purposes of removing mistakes or creating highlights packages in order to justify grades. 
· Moderation is of an entire portfolio not just the video/film evidence reviewed. 
· Grade assessments are made on the standard achieved by a student across all assessment tasks. 
· Complete the Conditions Relevant to Assessment form and attach a brief written explanation about the video/film evidence and the students to be reviewed.

· Video/film evidence should be clearly labeled with the college name, course, assessment item and grades awarded. 

Student Privacy

· It is legal to capture footage of student activity for the purposes of moderation from within your own school.

· The capture of audio/visual evidence of students involving individuals from outside of the school to be moderated is NOT permitted without evidence of prior permission from external individuals.  This evidence should be noted in ACS on the PRP. For example, participants who are not from your school should not be recorded in cross-school competitions without prior permission being received.

· Students can be informed about video/film evidence collection via the Unit Assessment Outline and Assessment Task Cover Sheet. Any requirements students must meet to facilitate the collection of video/film evidence can also be included (eg: attendance, uniform, equipment, preparation, behaviour)

Formatting

· Capture video/film evidence in digital format. 

· Present video/film evidence in the following formats: USB

· Save video/film on an mpeg or wmv file*. 
· Moderation venue coordinators need to ensure that computers that support mpeg and wmv files* are provided for peer review.
